A Note about Special Collections

collection is assisting. Unfortunately, if you make your cheques 

out to, for example, “Share Lent”, it makes it difficult for us or the 

Diocese to cash those cheques. We apologize for any confusion, 

or inconvenience, and on behalf of the organizations benefitting 

from these special collections, thank you for your continued 

generosity.    

Good Friday Collection For The Holy Land - Rather than interrupt the 
solemnity of the Good Friday Liturgy, a basket will be placed at the 
entrance to receive this collection. Lenten coin folders can also be 
placed in this basket. If possible, we ask that you avoid taping 
individual quarters. It makes them very sticky, which makes our bank 
very unhappy. The folders are treated especially gently to ensure nothing 
falls out. There is also a place on the folder for you to write in the total 
amount in the folder. As long as you write in the amount, there is no 
need to worry if a quarter or two become dislodged - We trust you.
