SACRAMENT  OF  BAPTISM             
Baptisms are celebrated on the first Sunday of each month at 3:00 pm for family members of Holy 
Trinity Parish and those who are living within the geographical boundaries of our parish. To make 
arrangements for a baptism please call the office at 653-6838.           
 
SACRAMENT  OF  PENANCE / RECONCILIATION 
Confessions are celebrated in the church every Saturday from 1:00 pm - 2:00 pm, or at other times if 
you would like to make an appointment by speaking with Father Peter. 
 
SACRAMENT  OF  MARRIAGE   
To reserve our church for a wedding, couples must first make an appointment with our pastor to 
discuss their plans and complete the pre-nuptial investigation forms. At least a six month notice and 
taking a marriage preparation course is a requirement. Because of our pastor's schedule for two 
parishes, weddings cannot be celebrated any later than 11 am on Saturday.
